A ELC promotes the assessment and management of all landscapes,
not just the designated ones.

A ELC recommends Landscape Character Assessment methodology



Landscape Character Assessment ENGLAND

A tool to help us understand, and articulate, the character of the landscape.

A establishes management guidelines for the area: conservation,
enhancement, restoration ,or a combination

A can be used for many purposes including:
A Monitoring Landscape Change
A Planning and Development Policy
A Managing Protected Landscapes

A The East Midlands Landscape Partnership was recently set up to
promote landscape issues across the Region and implement the
objectives of the European Landscape Convention.

A key objective to commission a regional scale Landscape Character
Assessment

A regional level of assessment - a new tier in the assessment
hierarchy and is designed to add a comprehensive regional layer to
the 159 National Character Areas.
